RELIGION


Beginning on Ash Wednesday and ending before Holy Thursday, Lent is our season of preparation for the Triduum (The Three Days) and for Easter. By the traditional practices of prayer, fasting and abstinence, penitence, and almsgiving, students will observe Lent as a frutiful time to recommit ourselves to Christian Living.


As a class, we will begin the Lent season with an empty tree on our bulletin board. Students will commit to a weekly promise of a good action. At the end of the week, students will add their good action leaf. As the season progresses, we will notice our tree blossoming with our good actions.


As the Three Days and Easter approaches, students will learn that during this special time we are filled with joy because God is with us. 


Students will later learn more about vocations and how we are all called to His holiness. We will also be learning more about the sacraments as the special signs of God’s love.














READING


We are almost done with our Money unit in Open Court. Students have learned about money in ways they perhaps did not already know; from where, how, and why money got started, how money is made, why it is important to save money, and how people use money today.


We will soon begin our next Open Court unit called Storytelling, where students will explore ways in which people have passed down beliefs and traditions through the telling of stories.





SPELLING 


Twenty Spelling words are assigned weekly and are related to the story from the week (Open Court). Monday is 5x’s each and Tuesday is sentences. Friday is the oral Spelling test and must be written in cursive.

The website allows students to practice the meaning and correct spelling of the words of the week. The lists are created based on the order in which we read our Open Court stories. MATH


Continuous practice of multiplication is highly recommended from home practice. Students are already diving into division, so knowing their timetables will make solving division problems easy. 


We are also starting to learn more about fractions. One way to practice at home would be through cooking or baking, seeing as to how ingredients are to be added to the recipe in fractions.


We are also going to begin measurement, as well as, probability and statistics.


Simple Solutions is assigned four times in a week. Please note that the beginning of the new week begins with the first lesson assigned on Friday, and the rest on Monday, Tuesday, and Wednesday. That leaves Thursday night to study and practice the four lessons of the week for the Quiz on Friday.


SCIENCE


Students are currently learning about Vertebrates and will soon begin learning about Invertebrates. We will review solar system, the study of the earth as a planet, as well as learn about matter. They will also explore light and energy. Further information regarding projects and assignments will be sent soon.
