Language Arts:
· Reading-  Our class is currently working on Unit Five from Open Court: “Weather”. The reading selections in this unit include reading and learning about weather. Talk to your child about the types of weather he or she has experienced.
In the next few days we will start the Sixth Unit in Open Court: “Journeys”. 

· Phonics- We just finished working with the sounds of /j/ spelled ge, gi; and long /e/ vowel sound. We are currently working again with long /i/ vowel sound spelled igh; and in the next few days we will be reviewing long /o/ and /u/ vowel sounds.

In unit Six from Open Court, we will start working with the sounds of /oo/; /ow/ spelled ow and ou; /aw/;/n/ spelled kn; /oi/; /f/ spelled ph; /r/ spelled wr; and comparatives with –er and –est.
· Spelling- Students will continue taking weekly Spelling tests (usually on Wednesdays).

· Please continue to enhance your child’s progress as a reader by reinforcing reading at home.  Students are encouraged to read  15-20 minutes each day. 

Math:

· Currently we are learning how to add regrouping. In the upcoming days we will be learning how to regrouped subtracting, and about Geometry. 
· Students will continue to take home their Simple Solutions book  with assigned lessons as homework assignments. 

Religion:

· We have been learning that Jesus sent the Holy Spirit to be with his followers. In the upcoming days we will be learning how the Holy Spirit helps the Church to grow, and that Jesus appointed the apostles to care for the Church. Also, we will be learning that Lent is the time when the Church gets ready to celebrate Jesus’ death and Resurrection.
