Wow! We are in last trimester of the school year.    We are in the home stretch and we have lots to complete.
8th grade math: The eighth graders will be split into two groups.  One will go on to quadratic equations and graphing inequalities.  The other group will review key concepts that they need to master by the end of eighth grade.   
7th grade math: We are working on polyhedrons (3-demensional shapes).  We will be surface area and volume of all the shapes.  There are several formulas that need to know some need to be memorized (area of triangle, rectangle and circle).  Please work with your child.  Then will be going into radical numbers.  Students will not be using their calculators during this section.  So please work with your child on their multiplications.
6th grade math: We are working on ratio, rates, proportions and percents.  The next concept will be polygons.  They need to name them and classify them according to sides and angles.  They will also be doing perimeter, circumference and area.  They will need to memorize several formulas.  It is important when formulas are given they begin to memorize them so they do not have so much to memorize before the test.
5th grade math: We are working on fractions.  We are simplifying and make them into improper and mixed numbers.  Please work with your child on their multiplications.  The next concept will be adding, subtracting, multiplying and dividing fractions.  The students cannot be using their calculators in this or the next section.  
7th grade science: We are working on genes and traits.  We are also getting ready for the science fair April 6, 2011.  The students have five weeks to complete their projects.  They are required to complete a display board and report.
7th grade social studies: We are working on a variety of empires in Africa.  Students are focusing on empire and making a poster of housing, tools, natural resources and clothing they would have used.  We will be going into the Asia Empires.
