Summer Homework for Entering 2nd Graders

1. Have your child read aloud to you at least 15 minutes every day. 

2. Mandatory reading:  FLAT STANLEY   by Jeff Brown (available at library or book store) 

After your child finishes reading the book to you, help him or her fill out the attached story map. We will do an in class project with this book when school starts. It will be impossible for your child to do this project if they have not read the story.                                                                                               
3. Enter any other books that your child reads to you on the summer reading list. You may use another piece of paper if your child reads more books. You must read at least 4 other books. Only record books your child has read aloud to you. (Suggested books for other reading are on the back.)
4. Learn addition facts to 10 without counting on fingers. It is helpful to practice with flash cards. A practice sheet of addition facts is attached. You may copy this sheet. 
5. Journaling: Use a composition notebook to write about what you do this summer. You must have at least 10 entries. (That is 1 entry per week.) Each entry must be at least 10 sentences. (Write every other line.) Each entry must be illustrated. All illustrations must be colored. Crayons and colored pencils work best for coloring because markers can soak through the paper in the notebook. Put each entry on a new page.  Write the date for each entry at the top of the page. You may do more than 10 entries if you want. 

6. HAVE FUN AND BE SAFE!!!

All summer homework is due on the first day of school.  Students will receive grades for all assignments. Please help you child get off to a successful start by making sure they have all their summer homework ready to turn in when they come to school on August 10th. I am looking forward to teaching your child next year.
